INSTALLATION

Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures
should not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

NOTE:

Be careful not to damage the body paint finish
when removing and installing the emblems.

This emblem kit should be installed only if the
ambient air temperature is 60°F (15°C) or above.

To allow the adhesive to “cure”, do not wash the
vehicle for 24 hours.

Installing the Front Gold “H” Emblem

Open the hood. Remove the ten clips that fasten
the radiator cover, and remove the cover by
releasing the four retaining tabs.

7. Mark the locations of the existing “H” and
“ACCORD” emblems by applying masking tape
along the edges as shown.

8. Remove the “H” and “ACCORD” emblems from
the body by moving the string back and forth, and
working it between the emblems and body.

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10. If any clip(s) stayed in the body panel, make sure
you remove and discard the same clip(s) on the
new gold “H” emblem.

11. Using isopropyl alcohol on a shop towel, clean the
areas where the gold “H” and “ACCORD”
emblems will attach.

12. Remove the adhesive backing from the “H” and
“ACCORD” emblems, and attach them to the
body. After attaching, hold the emblems firmly
against the body with the palm of your hand for
30 seconds.
