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Installing the Hooks and Anchors 4.

1. Open the trunk. While pressing down on the front
of the spare tire lid, pull it toward you and take out
the spare tire lid from the trunk.

2. Remove the center trunk spacer.

3. Remove the trunk weatherstrip from the edge of 5
the trunk in the area shown, then remove the rear :
panel trim (four clips and three tabs).

Remove the three clips and trunk hook (one bolt
and one washer), then pull the right trunk side
lining out, away from the side.

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6. Apply white paint to the end of the stud bolts.

Position the right side trunk lining on the rear floor
and align the clip holes, then hold the lining firmly
against the end of the stud bolt so that the white
paint is transferred to the trunk side lining.

Pull back the right side trunk lining.

Using a pushpin, pierce a hole through the back of
the right trunk side lining at the white mark. While
wearing eye protection, drilla 10 mm hole through
the hole you just made with the pushpin. First drill
with a 3 mm drill bit and finish with a 10 mm drill
bit. Take care not to damage the rear inside panel.

12. Install the long collar and anchor A to the long
stud bolt.

13. Remove the left trunk side lining (four clips).

Install the 6 x 20 mm washer-bolt and 6 x 12 mm
washer-bolt into the holes in the left rear inside
panel and secure them with the two nuts.

15. Repeat steps 6 thru 9 to mark and drill the left
side trunk lining.

16. Reinstall the left side trunk lining. Check that all
clips are installed securely.

17. Install an anchor A to the 6 x 20 mm washer-bolt
and anchor B to the 6 x 12 mm washer-bolt you
installed in step 14.
