Customer Information: The information in this
installation instruction is intended for use only by
skilled technicians who have the proper tools,
equipment, and training to correctly and safely add
equipment to your vehicle. These procedures should
not be attempted by “do-it-yourselfers.”

1. Make sure you have the anti-theft code for the
radio, then write down the frequencies for the
preset buttons.

2. Disconnect the negative cable from the battery.

3. If equipped with a map light console, use a small
flat-tip screwdriver to remove the left and right
lens from the map light console. (four retaining
tabs for each lens). Remove the map light
console:

* Remove the two bolts, and unplug the vehicle
3-pin connector. Then remove the switch (four
retaining tabs and unplug the two vehicle
connectors).

After installing the clips and caps on
the grab rail, reinstall the grab rail on the vehicle.

Reinstall all removed parts. Check that all clips
and other fasteners are installed securely. Take
care not to pinch the airbag with a clip during
reinstallation of the front pillar trim. Do not push
the front pillar trim excessively.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.

Enter the customer’s radio anti-theft code, and
reset the radio station presets.

Reset the clock.

If the IMA battery level gauge (BAT) displays zero
segments, start the engine, and hold it between
3,500 and 4,000 rpm (in Park or Neutral) until the
IMA level gauge (BAT) displays at least three
segments.

Check the operation of the automatic day/night
mirror according to the Owner’s Manual supplied.
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When the battery is disconnected, the driver’s
window AUTO function is disabled.

Start the engine. Push down on the driver’s window
switch until the window is fully open.

Pull up on the driver’'s window switch to close the
window completely, then hold the switch for
2 seconds or more.

Lower and raise the driver’s window to check
operation of the driver's window AUTO function.
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
