e This aluminum wheel is designed for use on
vehicles with TPMS (Tire Pressure Monitoring
System).

e This aluminum wheel is equipped with a TPMS
sensor. See the service manual for tire
replacement procedure and TPMS sensor
installation procedure.

¢ The illustration of the aluminum wheels are shown
for reference purposes only.

e |nstall the correct size tire.

e Use a tire changer to remove and install the tires.
Using a tire lever can damage the tire, the
wheel, and the TPMS sensor.

o The wheel nut torque is 108 N-m (80 Ib-ft).
e Standard wheel nuts should not be used with

the aluminum wheels. Replace them with the correct
wheel nuts, which are sold separately.

for wheels with cap for aluminum wheels
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Remove the valve stem nut and washer, then
remove the tire pressure sensor from the wheel.

Remove and discard the grommet from the tire
pressure sensor.

NOTE: If the grommet is missing from the tire
pressure sensor, make sure it is not stuck in
the wheel.

Sensor.

Clean the mating surface and the valve hole of
the aluminum wheel.
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5. Install the tire pressure sensor and the washer to

the aluminum wheel, and loosely install the valve
nut. Make sure the sensor is resting on the
wheel.

NOTE: Install the tire pressure sensor so that the
sensor housing surface does not exceed the wheel
protrusion.

6. Torque the valve nut to 4 N-m (3 Ib-ft) while
holding the tire pressure sensor toward the
wheel.

NOTE:
e Do not reuse a torqued grommet, or the valve stem
may leak.

¢ Do not use pneumatic or electric tools on the valve
nut.

7. Install the tires according to the instructions in
the service manual.

8. Install the wheels on the vehicle and torque the
the wheel nuts to 108 N-m (80 Ib-ft).
