How to Operate Fog Lights

e Turn the light switch to the “on” position
(headlights on low beam ).

* Press the fog light switch (indicator is on).

e If the fog lights don’t come on, check the fuse and
all the connectors, including the ground cable and
the fusible link.

NOTE: The fog light lenses can cloud when the
outside temperature is cold; this is normal and should
go away in warm weather.

Replacing the Bulb
NOTE:

* Use only a Honda Genuine Halogen Light Bulb of
specified wattage.
BULB, FOG LIGHT (H8)
P/N 33165-S5A-J010-M1

e Do not touch the bulb. Oily or greasy substances
on the bulb can shorten its service life due to the
heat produced when the bulb is turned on. If the
bulb is accidentally touched, wipe it clean with a
clean, soft cloth that has been dampened with
denatured alcohol or a mild detergent solution.

e Align the tab on the fog light with the cutout in the
bulb socket when installing the new bulb. If not
aligned, there is possibility that the fog light may
annoy oncoming drivers.
