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Check that all wire harnesses and cables are
routed properly and that all connectors are plugged
in.

Reconnect the negative cable to the battery.
Check the brake light operation and the back
window open indicator function. The back window
open indicator turns on when the back window is
open and the ignition is turned off. If a malfunction
is found, check for soft set terminal pins of the
connectors used in step 73.

Reinstall all removed parts. Check that all clips
and fasteners are installed correctly.
