12. Position the rear roof crossbars on the roof by
aligning the center of the rear crossbar support
with the marks made in step 10 as shown.

While holding the front crossbar support brackets
firmly against the roof, turn the right and left knobs
clockwise in an alternating pattern in several steps
to ensure even pressure. Check that the crossbar
supports are placed on the roof properly as you
turn the knobs evenly.
